Rainforest — Animal Demonstration

Give examples of plants and animals.

Observe and describe that there can be differences, such as size or markings,
among the individuals within one kind of plant or animal group.

Observe and identify different external features of plants and animals and
describe how these features help them live in different environments.

Demonstrate that a great variety of living things can be sorted into groups in many
ways using various features, such as how they look, where hey live, and how they
act, to decide which things belong to which group.

Observe and explain that animals eat plants or other animals for food.

Explain that most living things need water, food and air.

Observe that and describe how animals may use plants, or even other animals, for
shelter and nesting.

Observe and explain that plants and animals both need to take in water, animals
need to take in food, and plants need light.
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
