 Verifying that the room is set up to receive before-care students and making preparations 
and/or changes as necessary 

 Leading activities provided to Before-Care students 

 Assisting with closing, clean-up, and break down of the Before-Care facility

coursework in education or related field, strong communication skills and a successful completion of a 
background check and drug screen.
